Alright, here you go:

First, the stock code in that location.  I don't have a full disassembly 

yet, but the main reason I am sending you this is to make sure that you 

find the right section of code.

We are concerned with the bytes "1D 8D 24 02 DD 8D."  Those are a 

compare, and then a branch, and then a write command.  Replace all 6 of 

these bytes with the NOP command ("01").  That's it!
